Except especially large items, nothing should ever be stored loose in the

attic. Skip cardboard boxes in favor of plastic lidded bins. For soft items,

use large Ziploc Flexible Totes in place of trash bags that critters can

easily get into. Avoid using bulky bubble wrap (and the potential of

melting) by using plain newsprint instead.
